Explore

Using the songs as a starting point, support your child in exploring some elements
of music:

® Dynamics (quiet and loud) — sing quietly like a mouse or loudly like a bear
(Brown Bear).
® Tempo (speed) — fly fast like a bee or crawl slowly like a torfoise (Busy Bee).

® Pitch — jump up high and crouch down low to the high and low notes
(Gruffalo Song).

® Piich — tap to the beat with a wooden spoon (Kangaroo Song).

® Rhythm — clap the pattern of a word. Try Kan-garoo or Gruff-a-lo. Try it with
a homemade shaker of rice, pasta or beans sealed inside a bottle.

® Mood — make scary faces (Gruffalo Song] or silly faces (3 Little Monkeys).

® Movement — hop like a kangaroo (Kangaroo Song] or slither like a snake
(Boa Constrictor).

Music also helps with working the memory to aid learning.

Using the songs as a sfarting point, you could support your child in
practising colours (Brown Bear), parts of the body (Boa Constrictor) and
numbers (Three Litlle Monkeys):

Your child may like to know more about Charlie, who features in Trish's videos. Charlie
is a piano accordion.
